A CHECKLIST FOR HOMEOWNERS

For each outdoor light on your property, ask the following questions.
(These questions correlate with DarkSkyInternational’s “Five Principles for Responsible Outdoor Lighting”.)
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Is the light useful?
Does it have a purpose?

Does the light fall only
where it is needed?
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Direct the light down, not up into the sky or
sideways. The light source should not be
visible from beyond your property.
